Belle Grey Farm Stable Rules

as of January 1, 2010


STABLE VISITOR RULES
· The stables open at 7am and close at 7pm; the exception is to handle any emergency or tend to a sick and/or injured horse

· All stable visitors are required to sign a Release Form and Stable Rules; if you bring a visitor on-site, it is your responsibility to get the release and stable rules signed before your guest enters the barn.  

· If you have an allergy or medical condition that requires you to carry an epi-pen or other medication such as an inhaler, please inform the office and your trainer so that we are prepared in case an emergency arises.

· You and your guests must conduct yourselves with dignity and good sportsmanship; your guests are your responsibility.
· Please park only in designated areas and drive no faster than 5mph while on the property.  Under no circumstance may you honk your horn, permit your car alarm to go off or otherwise allow your vehicle to make loud noises that may spook the horses.   Motorcycles are allowed only in the parking lot

· Visitors must wear closed-toe footwear at all times on the premises, even if not riding or handling a horse; bare feet, sandals or other footwear that leaves feet exposed could result in broken bones

· Balloons, firecrackers or any other potentially noise-making items are prohibited

· No dogs without prior permission; dogs allowed on property must be on leash at all times
· Guns, drugs and alcohol are not permitted anywhere on the premises
· No smoking anywhere on the property; this includes, but is not limited to cigarettes, cigars and pipes
· No outside stallions

· Absolutely no dumping anything on the premises, except in designated trash areas

· No visitors or boarders shall be allowed in the hayloft or in the hay barns at any time

· No visitors or boarders shall be allowed to enter the pastures at any time unless accompanied by the owner

VISITOR RULES (continued)
· Do not stand on the fence rails

· All gates shall be kept shut at all times, except while passing through; please chain gates to prevent them from swinging open; this includes arenas and turnouts
· Young children visiting need to be watched very closely and will need to follow all barn rules.  Children must be under an adult’s control at all times or may be asked to leave
· While discipline may be necessary, the stable has a zero-tolerance policy for any abuse of an animal; for example, we consider it abuse to use any kind of whip or spur that leaves a mark on your horse
· Any loss or damage to equipment, vehicles, or horse trailers, is not the responsibility of this facility; we suggest putting your name on as much of your equipment and horse belongings as possible to avoid any confusion
· We reserve the right to refuse service to anyone
STABLE & RIDING SAFETY RULES

· All stable safety rules are put in place to protect and keep everyone safe while visiting.  Please follow all safety rules outlined here or on the property
· All horses using the facilities must have a current (within 1 year) negative Coggins
· When trail riding on Belle Grey Farm land you must stay on designated trails and you must stay in designated sections of the fields.  The fields are being fertilized for hay so only certain areas are available for riding

· There will be no running, sudden movements or loud screaming in the barn or around the horses
· Headphones are not permitted in the barn or while riding.

· NEVER STAND BEHIND OR GO UNDER A HORSE
STABLE & RIDING SAFETY RULES (continued)

· Proper riding attire must be worn at all times – this includes a regulation hard hat and heeled riding boots; a helmet with a secured harness must be worm while jumping a horse
· Do not mount until you have double checked the girth

· Always have a halter or bridle on your horse; hold or tie the horse; horses may not be loose

· Please do not mount or ride a horse in the barn; all riders must mount/dismount outside of the barn
· Boarders are to use their own supplies, unless otherwise agreed upon.  The stable shall not supply items such as brushes, bug sprays, polishes, saddle pads, first aid, etc.  

· Boarders shall keep the barn as neat and clean as possible, returning tack, rakes, tools, etc. to their appropriate places.  If you open it, close it; if you turn it on, turn it off; if you take it out, put it back
· No items shall be left in the center aisle or inside of stalls after use
· Respect others and clean up after your horse in the grooming areas
· Double check your stall doors to insure they are properly closed; stall doors must remain closed when horses are inside.
· Horses are to be tied in the cross ties and at no time is a horse to be tied to the bars of the stall. No horses to be left unattended in crossties

· Crossties should be occupied only as necessary. 
· No tacked up horses are to be left in stalls

· Halters must be removed from horses in stalls, holding pens and turnout areas

· If you are unsure of what you are doing, please ask for help.

· If stable safety rules are not followed, you may be asked to leave the stable
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
